Please be advised of the revised policy regarding ESL courses and their sequencing within a student’s program of study.

Revised Policy, page 113 

Effective in Summer 2005, ESL courses must be completed before credit-bearing English and Liberal Arts and Sciences coursework is undertaken unless prior approval is received from the office of the Dean of Arts and Sciences, with the following exceptions.  Students in second-level ESL coursework may enroll in ART111 or ART112 concurrently with ESL courses.  Students in third-level ESL coursework may enroll in ART111, ART112, HUM204, or HUM205 concurrently with ESL courses.  Typically, all ESL courses are completed during or before the fourth semester of study.

While scheduling is somewhat flexible, ESL courses must normally be completed before credit-bearing English and humanities coursework is undertaken.  Typically, all ESL courses are completed during or before the fourth semester of study.
